Carla Fountaine’s career atNationwide Children’s Hospitalwas spent building trust andrelationships with communityresidents through a longstandingpact called the Good NeighborAgreement.Carla Fountaine’s life was spentsimply being a good neighbor.She is remembered fondly forboth. Fountaine, who in 20 yearsrose from a Community RelationsAssistant for the hospital to itsDirector of Community Relations,passed away on July 26, 2024, atthe age of 43. In recognition ofher passion for the work she didand the people she helped, theSoutheast Lions has selectedCarla Fountaine as the recipientof its second annual LifetimeAchievement Award.“She had this way of gettingpeople to connect,” said DonnaBates, who received the award in2023 and will present this year’shonor to Fountaine’s mother.“She never asked for any atten-tion or recognition. Her goal wasalways that we can work togetherto make the community a betterplace.”For the Southeast Lions,Fountaine served as a BoardMember and Membership Chair.She sponsored new club mem-bers and volunteered for the

annual easter egg hunt at SchillerPark. Carla was the spark thathelped revitalize an eighty yearold club with fresh energy and amore inclusive vision.She helped other communityorganizations as well, includingAll People Arts, the Classic forColumbus, the Parsons AreaMerchants Association, ParsonsAvenue RedevelopmentCorporation, the RickenbackerWoods Foundation and SouthEnd Café.In Linden, she worked with theLinden Advisory Council, LindenLeadership Academy and the OneLinden Plan.“She made friends with peopleeverywhere she went,” saidKatherine Cull, a neighborhoodliaison for the city of Columbus.“She didn’t have to be at all theSaturday events and neighbor-hood cleanups and everythingelse. I think it brought her a lot ofpleasure and a lot of joy.”It brought her a lot of friend-ships, too. Cull convenes a SouthSide Supper Club regularly atrestaurants and coffee shops inthe area. More than 20 peoplegathered last month at CommonGrounds to share memories oftheir times with Carla Fountaineand sip on lattes that the ParsonsAvenue café called The Carna,after a name she had givenherself.At Nationwide Children’s,Fountaine was a big part of thehospital’s efforts to invest in theSouth Side community and itsresidents during an ambitiousdevelopment plan that since2008 has doubled the size of itsSouth Side medical campus.“Her work with NCH was herpassion, not just being an advo-cate, protector, for the hospital,

but challenging the hospital to bemore proximate with the SouthSide community the hospital hascalled home for over 130 years,”said colleague Nicholas Jones,Director of the NationwideChildren’s Healthy Neighbor-hoods Healthy Families Program.The two worked together onHealthy Neighborhoods HealthyFamilies, which addresses issuesof affordable housing, education,health and wellness, communityenrichment, and economic devel-opment to improve the overallhealth of neighborhoods andtheir residents.The program began on theSouth Side in 2008 and nowoperates in Linden as well.“Carla was respectful in a waythat partners, friends, colleaguesalways wanted to be with heralong the journey,” Jones said.“But being a neighbor andadvocate for others wasn’t justpart of her work”, Jones said. “Shenever pre-judged others”, he said,“and she always took time tolisten to, to understand and toconnect. Her friends andcolleagues knew her family. Theyshared meals with her. Theyreceived flowers during toughtimes of their own”.Bates, who lost her husband tocancer earlier this year, said shereceived a call from Fountaineonce when her husband washospitalized. Fountaine wascalling from the hospital, too.Jones said she had a knack forknowing what might makesomeone’s day a little brighter.“Although she faced significantchallenges with her physicalhealth that sometimes made itdifficult to even get dressed in themorning, Carla was more full oflife than anyone,” he said.

According to her obituary in TheColumbus Dispatch, Fountainedescribed herself as NationwideChildren’s Hospital’s “boots onthe ground” in the community.It’s a role her family said sheserved “with unmatched authen-ticity, rigor and love.”She was also a voracious reader,dedicated foodie and knowledge-able film buff who was as devotedto her family as she was herwork.Three weeks before her death,on her 43rd birthday, Fountaineposted a thank-you to all herfriends on Facebook andreflected on what she called an“immensely difficult” 1½ years.She said she had promised her-self that through all difficultiesshe would “always be me” andpronounced herself “proud of thestrides I made and will continueto make in this life.”“If I can leave this world withonly one lesson … please liveevery day to the fullest and makesure you are there when yourpeople really need you,” she said.

HistoricParsons Avenue is the glue thatconnects east and west neigh-borhoods into one large com-munity. That is why every quar-ter a sea of yellow vests can beseen roaring down this SouthSide/South End major corridorwaving metal grabbers in thebig game hunt for trash and lit-ter.Quarterly cleanups begin earlymorning with a tailgate of coffeeand sweets to ensure every Lionis wide awake and at a high

energy peak. These morningsare great fun as members enjoyconversation and meet andgreet Lion family and friendswho join in the hunt. Lion BillCrotinger leads our pride in alive stream Roar. Our own LionKing, Tom Grote says, “Whoamong us can find the mostinteresting piece of litter?” Andoff we go for a two-mile walk,with black trash bags held tight-ly in gloved paws. Shoes, shirts,liquor bottles, plastic cups, ciga-rette butts, tires, car parts, dia-pers and a few not to be men-tioned items clamor for a tailtwist. Are we having fun yet?As always, the social interac-tion continues either at theSouth End Café for a great cup offresh brew, or North ParsonsBrewery to pounce upon a dif-ferent type of brew! Sometimesit is even an intergalactic lunchat Mercury Diner.Aside from fun, the quarterlylitter cleanups share a commongoal, to keep Parsons Avenue

the news for anti-gay legislation.Kelly stated he was moving to bewith family and clarified, he maybe moving but he will still befighting the good fight for LBGTQacceptance.The Lions provided a generousdonation to one of Kelly'sfavorite community organiza-tions, the Open Shelter. Guests hopon a bus and visit NCH HealthyFamilies, Healthy Homes reno-vated homes. The initial programbegan in Southern Orchards, adeclining neighborhood adjacentto the hospital. Vacant homeswere purchased and fullyrestored. The completed housesoffered sales incentives such as aten-year tax abatement, new

appliances and a 3% downpay-ment. It attracted first-timehomeowners and those hospitalemployees wanting to own prop-erty near work. Buyers arerequired to live in the home forfive years to help stabilize theneighborhood and reduce flip-ping. Healthy Homes has revital-ized Southern Orchards andadded portions of Ganthers Placeto the mix. The program contin-ues today, offering more rentalhousing, and some new buildsand has expanded north toLinden.Healthy Homes has been a totalsuccess according to Lion SherriPalmer. She climbed on the tourbus in February 2015 with herpal Allen Carrol. Palmer, a 37-year renter of the SAME east-sideapartment had no thoughts ofbuying. But one house clearlyhad her name all over it. She wasimmediately smitten and Carolltold her she absolutely had to

buy the house. Patty Lamb, alongtime South Side realtormade the sale, and in turn theybecame fast friends.“It was a no-brainer to move tothe South Side,” said Palmer. “Imade many dear friends on theSouth Side through my work forKeep Columbus Beautiful. Buyingthe house was a perfect fit andthe best decision I ever made.”Lion Donna Hughes and her hus-band Mike bought around thesame time down the street.Sherri and Donna joined forces toencourage Southern Orchardsresidents to beautify their homesby planting bulbs and flowers.The neighborhood now has asuccessful annual garden tour.House Sweet It Is an example ofhow a one event can make a dif-ference in the revitalization andpride of a community. The 2025event will be held again at AceHardware.

Lions Project is afoundation within Lions Internationalthat was created with the specific pur-pose of supporting Canine Companions.The Southeast Lions are also proud tobecome a member club this year andwill be supporting Lions Project formany years to come.Several members of our Club attendedthe August graduation to witness theincredibly powerful matching ceremonybetween the graduating dogs and theirrecipients. Each of the dogs was raisedby a volunteer Breeder Caretaker for thefirst 8 weeks of its life and a volunteerPuppy Raiser for the next 16 months.These volunteers are critical to the mis-sion of Canine Companions, as theyabsorb the associated vetting and sup-ply costs to support the end goal – pro-viding service dogs to people complete-ly free of charge.Each recipient of a Canine Companionsdog must attend Team Training onsitefor two weeks, in order for the recipi-ents to learn all that the dogs know.Within this graduating class, there werenine dogs matched as service dogs topeople with physical or cognitive dis-abilities to assist with their daily tasks.In addition, there were four dogsmatched as “facility dogs”, who will beaccompanying their recipient to workeach day to support their clients. One ofthese facility dogs, Dino, has someSouthend roots! He was raised by JackieTrucco Taliani and named in memory ofAlissa Trucco (both of whom are grand-daughters of Ray and Dolores (Zang)Trucco). Dino is matched with a physi-cian in Marion and will be joining her atwork each day to assist with herpatients’ needs.

One of our own Lions, Ashley Ballard,is currently raising a puppy, Sly, whowas also named in memory of hercousin Alissa. Libby and Mark Trucco,along with Mark’s daughter Jackie, cre-ated the Alissa Trucco MemorialFoundation to honor her life after herpassing in 2016. Through their founda-tion, they have raised over $120,000 forCanine Companions, which has allowedthem to name 8 puppies. Sly is #5 andthere are 3 more yet to be named! Slywill be turned in for professional train-ing in May 2025 and then will hopefullybe matched with a recipient by early2026.
